This document is developed by ECC PT1 “IMT Matters” in order to increase the consistency of national entries for the “mobile bands” in the EFIS database for the purpose of generation of ECO Report 03 on the licensing of “mobile bands” in CEPT from the “Right of use” module of EFIS.

The EFIS application terms should be used in the “comments” field in order to facilitate search. The TRA-ECS term should always be used in combination with one ECA or national frequency range. A broad application of the term TRA-ECS over several consecutive frequency ranges should not be done.”
